A.  Is it a Confined Space? - check the statements that characterize this space:



[bookmark: Check1]|_| It is large enough to bodily enter and perform assigned work.

[bookmark: Check2]|_| It has limited or restricted means for entry or exit.  (One must stoop, squat, climb, step over, hold on for balance, etc. To enter or exit; a pit 4 ft deep with only a vertical ladders has restricted egress.)

[bookmark: Check3]|_| It is not designed for continuous employee occupancy.  (i.e., poorly ventilated or illuminated; placing people too close to physical hazards such as moving equipment or exposed electrical conductors; requiring people to stand in water or other liquids.)



If all of the boxes are checked, then this space meets the definition of a "Confined Space".  Complete sections B and C.

If any of the above boxes are not checked, then this is not a "Confined Space".  Skip to section C.



B.  Hazards of the Confined Space - check all of the statements that characterize this space under normal circumstances:



[bookmark: Check4]|_| This space contains or has the potential to contain a hazardous material that could cause serious injury or death.

[bookmark: Check5]|_| This space contains or has the potential to contain a hazardous atmosphere.

[bookmark: Check6]|_| This space contains or had the potential to contain a material able to engulf an entrant.

[bookmark: Check7]|_| The space is configured in a way that inwardly converging walls or a sloped, tapering floor could trap or                                asphyxiate an entrant.

[bookmark: Check8]|_| Electrical, mechanical, hydraulic or pneumatic energy in this space would endanger entrants if not reduced to zero energy state and locked/ tagged/ verified.

[bookmark: Check9][bookmark: Text4]|_| Another hazard exists or has the potential to exist that could cause serious injury, acute illness (immediate or delayed) or death.  Describe:      



C.  Classification of the Confined Space - check one of the boxes below:

If all boxes are checked in section A, but no boxes are checked in section B then check the box below:
